With our new name, SPORT4ONTARIO, we are bringing a new energy to our service, collaboration and advocacy for the sport sector in Ontario.

Why change our name?

The Provincial Sport Organizations Council has broadened its mandate. Originally incorporated in 1998 as a council of provincial sport and multi-sport organizations to provide a collective voice to common issues, our mandate has expanded. Today SPORT4ONTARIO seeks to build capacity and thus support the sector in its pursuit of the vision of the Canadian Sport Policy and the goals of the ACTIVE2010 Strategy, the Ontario Government’s sport and physical activity strategy. It is time for our name to reflect this evolution of our mission, vision, goals and strategic priorities.  
What is the significance of the number 4?

The Canadian Sport Policy (CSP) is built on the foundation of four pillars: excellence, participation, capacity, and interaction.  All Canadian amateur sport organizations have embraced this policy and its intended outcomes.  The name SPORT4ONTARIO provides immediate connection to both the sector and province in which we operate and demonstrates our support of the four pillars of the Canadian Sport Policy and Ontario’s ACTIVE2010 Strategy.
What can you expect from SPORT4ONTARIO?

As a not-for-profit, nonpartisan organization, SPORT4ONTARIO is dedicated to the promotion of sport and physical activity in Ontario through leadership, partnership, education, consultation and advocacy. Our vision is to enhance the quality of life through active participation in sport.
