INTRODUCTION

Background on the Provincial and Community Sport and Recreation Play, Live, Be Tobacco-Free Grant Program

Non-profit local and provincial sport and recreation clubs, leagues, teams, and organizations wishing to support Tobacco-Free Sport and Recreation activities are invited to apply for funding.

This grant program, provided through a Healthy Communities Grant from the Ministry of Health Promotion, is managed by SPORT4ONTARIO in collaboration with the Play, Live, Be Tobacco-Free Provincial Collaborative
. Through the Healthy Communities Fund, the Ministry of Health Promotion is working together with communities to achieve a vision of Healthy Communities Working Together and Ontarians Leading Healthy and Active Lives.
What Does Tobacco-Free Sport and Recreation Mean?  

Tobacco-Free Sport and Recreation means that everyone involved in a sport or recreation activity – athletes, participants, coaches and instructors, officials, referees and umpires, team managers and assistants, leaders, volunteers, staff and spectators – do not use any tobacco industry products. 

This means that they do not smoke, snuff, dip or chew tobacco while engaged in the organization’s sport and/or recreational activities. For more information on tobacco industry products, go to: http://www.playlivebetobaccofree.ca.

Play, Live, Be Tobacco-Free funding is provided to support a variety of educational and promotional activities and resources that will help increase the awareness of and adoption of a Tobacco-Free Policy by sport and recreation organizations in the province of Ontario.

Grant applications must include a plan outlining details on the development, approval and implementation of your Tobacco-Free Policy by October 1, 2010 along with a plan outlining how your organization intends to promote, reinforce and sustain your Tobacco-Free Policy beyond October 1st 
Should you require further information or assistance in developing your Tobacco-Free Policy, the contact persons listed on page 12 are available to assist you throughout the grant application process.

· Approval, Implementation and Promotional Strategy: Approval of Tobacco-Free Policy by  the Board of Directors and an implementation and promotion strategy of your Tobacco-Free Policy in place by October 1, 2010
· Impact: How your Tobacco-Free Policy and promotion of said policy will positively affect the health of your team, club, membership
· Reach: How many individuals/groups will be made aware of your Tobacco-Free Policy; how many individuals will witness the promotion of your Tobacco-Free Policy
· Outcomes: Anticipated changes that may arise from the implementation of your Tobacco-Free Policy (e.g. fewer youth start to use tobacco, coaches and parents try to quit)
· Sustainability: How you will reinforce your Tobacco-Free Policy on an ongoing basis (e.g. Tobacco-Free Policy distributed at registration events; new coaches and volunteers apprised of Tobacco-Free Policy; tobacco-free banners displayed at all tournaments, competitions); how will you continue to enforce your Tobacco-Free Policy.

If, for some reason, some or all of your Tobacco-Free Policy initiative is not complete and/or your grant funds have not been expended in accordance with the budget submitted on your application, some or your entire grant may need to be repaid to SPORT4ONTARIO.

ELEMENTS OF A TOBACCO-FREE POLICY
As your organization begins to develop your Tobacco-Free Policy, you may wish to consider the following information and elements for your policy:

· Policies versus Procedures
Policies tell us what should happen and why. They are the official position of your organization with respect to the subject of the policy. They are intended to guide your decisions and actions. Polices are general in nature. 

Procedures are like road maps, explaining how your organization wants this policy to be carried out or enforced. Procedures are specific, precise, exact or similar.
· Background: optional: How did your organization come to be committed to this issue?
· Rationale: Why is this policy important to your organization, stakeholders and your community?
· Scope: Which group or groups does your Tobacco-Free Policy apply to?
 
Example: This policy applies to: (e.g. all members, athletes, participants, coaches, officials, 
volunteers, spectators, managers, leaders, administrators, staff, directors, etc.)
Locations where your Tobacco-Free Policy will apply?


Example:  Playing fields, sidelines, concession stands, parking lots, meetings, car pools, events. 
Policy Elements to Consider

A good tobacco-free policy sends a clear message that your organization does not condone/support the use of tobacco industry products in any form and does not allow their use while participating or being involved in any of your organization’s activities (e.g. games, practices, tournaments, activities, events sanctioned by your organization, fundraising events, sponsored events, meetings, car pools, travel to away events, etc.).

· Types of tobacco: What types of tobacco are covered by your policy?
· Awareness: How will you make your stakeholders aware of your Tobacco-Free Policy? 
· Promotion and Reinforcement: How will your organization continue to promote and reinforce your Tobacco-Free Policy?
· Enforcement: How will you enforce your Tobacco-Free Policy?
· Consequences for non-compliance: What are the consequences for non-compliance to your Tobacco-Free Policy? How will they be carried out? Will there be an appeal process in place and if yes, how will appeals be addressed?
· Cessation support for individuals using tobacco products: Examples: Referrals to Smoker’s Help Line, the local Public Health Unit or similar.
· Ethical Fundraising: Will your organization commit to not accept funding, sponsorship and/or donations from the tobacco industry or entities supported by the tobacco industry or from entities that sell tobacco industry products?
· Policy Approval and Review/Revisions: Date that your policy is approved; date on which or the frequency that your Board of Directors will review this policy and amend it, as required.
